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Dear Parents

Welcome back to Term 3 2016. The term has commenced smoothly and successfully. | have been thrilled to hear so many
happy holiday stories and to know that many of our students spent at least one day in their PJs doing nothing. We were all
impressed with how rested and calm our students returned to school. We were also delighted to see how happy they were to
be back at school. This term is a very busy one. Please keep an eye on the calendar, homework sheets and bulletins. Giselle
our Senior Admin Officer who manages the school App will do her very best to keep you updated in a timely manner.

At the end of Term 2 the school ran a merit selection process for the position of Assistant Principal at Vaucluse Public School.
We would like to congratulate Philippa Allen who was the successful candidate. Philippa is teaching Year 4 and is currently
occupying the position of Relieving Assistant Principal. Philippa will continue in her role as class teacher for 4A and take up
the substantive role of Assistant Principal from the commencement of this term.

Other executive roles in our school for Term 3 are as follows: Miriam Weiss will continue to relieve as Assistant Principal in
Karla Aspden’s absence. Tom Styles will continue to relieve in the role of Assistant Principal in David Todd’s absence. Kaylie
Johnson continues in her role of Relieving Assistant Principal of the Support Unit.

We have been reviewing our Emergency Management Plans for our school. In the event of an evacuation the meeting place
for all our students is the reserve area at the entrance to Parsley Bay in the Crescent. We are required to be 150 metres from
the school. This point at Parsley Bay is the closest area to accommodate our students safely. K-2 students will use the Village
High Road exit. 3-6 students and those in the Support Unit will use the Cambridge Ave exit. We have had a number of evacua-
tion practices and our students manage this procedure safely with a minimum of fuss. In the event of an evacuation all our
students will need to be collected from this area rather than school.

Over the school holidays a lot of work took place on the school. The main building has undergone extensive rewiring. The
Autism room has been refurbished including new decking, painting, roof and wall repairs and recarpeting. There have been
ramps installed in the lower playground and the K-2 girls’ toilets. One of the K-2 girls toilets has been converted to full acces-
sibility. Today new electronic whiteboards have been installed in five classrooms. This means that all classrooms in our school
have been upgraded to new technology. On Monday our school hall will be recarpeted. Needless to say we are thrilled with
all these new upgrades and are delighted with the way our school is looking. It is wonderful to have all these extra resources
for our students.

Over the holidays we also took delivery of several hundred new books for the library. These books have been purchased to
support our wellbeing program and teaching and learning with the implementation of our resilience building program,
BounceBack. We have also taken delivery of several hundred guided reading texts. These books will be used to extend the
reading resources for guided reading from Kindergarten to Year 6. The books are from Level 2 to 15 and 25 to 30. We will be
putting a call out for help to cover these books shortly. We are very thankful to all those parents who covered the dictionaries
and thesauri . We will be implementing the same procedures for book covering. We will cut the contact and put together
bundles of books to take home and cover. Please watch the newsletter for notification of books being available from the Ad-
min Office.

Our first Assembly for Term 3

Yigal Nissell is the educational officer at JNF
(Jewish National Fund) in Sydney. He has been
brought out from Israel to help teach what the
JNF does.

The JNF has been around since before the es-
tablishment of Israel. It helped the Jewish Peo-
ple to build the land and to bloom the desert.
Israel is mainly desert, but Israel has managed
to bring water and grow trees and set up com-
munities.

JNF is involved in many environmental projects.
It has developed machinery to recycle water
and therefore be able to use this water in parts
of the land where water is usually never found.
Israel recycles 75% of its water, next is Spain
which recycles 25% and Australia recycles 8%.
JNF plants trees, also in places one would usual-
ly not see plants. To date they have planted 240
million trees.

Yigal did an activity with all the Hebrew chil-
dren, where they "planted" dry soil in a net.
Boiling water was poured on it and a hole was
made to put in the seeds. By following the cor-
rect instructions, parsley should start to grow in
a few days.
