Dear Parents

This week we successfully implemented the NAPLAN ONLINE trial. No doubt you have heard a lot about the implementation of the trial in the
media but here at Vaucluse Public School under the expert leadership of Tom Styles it went smoothly and calmly.

Thank you to the three parents who braved Wednesday night to attend the NAPLAN information evening. At one stage we thought staff
might outnumber parents but the arrival of a third parent meant even numbers. Our 2017 NAPLAN results in Year 3 and Year 5 reflected the
extensive and rigorous work that has been done in Literacy and Numeracy. Our results this year showed the following:

In Year 3 we had the following percentage of our students in the top 2 NAPLAN bands compared to the rest of the state including Govern-
ment and non - government schools.

84.4% in Grammar and Punctuation compared to 62.2% in the State
53.3% in Numeracy compared to 43.5% in the State

73.3% in Reading compared to 51.2% in the State

64.4% in Spelling compared to 52.4% in the State

81.8% in Writing compared to 53.1% in the State

In Year 5 we had the following percentage of our students in the top 2 NAPLAN bands compared to the rest of the state including Govern-
ment and non - government schools.

47.1% in Grammar and Punctuation compared to 36.2% in the State
38.2% in Numeracy compared to 32.5% in the State

52.9% in Reading compared to 40.1% in the State

50.0% in Spelling compared to 37.9% in the State

33.3% in Writing compared to 18.1% in the State

We think the results reflect the rigorous teaching and learning programs that are being implemented in every classroom at Vaucluse Public
School. The 2015-2017 School Plan has particularly focused on Literacy and Numeracy. In Term 4 we will begin the development of the 2018-
2020 School Plan. We will be holding a number of consultation meetings to seek your input on the directions our school takes for the next
three years. The External Validation process indicated some very clear directions. We will continue our focus on Literacy and Numeracy. Stu-
dent Welfare is also an area where we will continue to work. We are also very keen to develop a stronger student voice in our teaching and
learning programs. We are looking forward to working with you to make our school a place that fosters and develops every student’s poten-
tial. Please look out for these meetings early in Term 4.

2 onions, chopped

Wash, drain lettuce and roughly chop lettuce. Peel
and cut (pre-cooked) potatoes. Chop onions and gariic.

Heat coconut oil in a large saucepot over medium-high
heat. Add onion and cook, stirring frequently, until
beginning to soften.

Add garlic, peas and ground coriander. Cook, stirmng
frequently, another minute, until fragrant.

Add lettuce. Stir constantly for 2-3 minutes to wilt the
lettuce.

Add stock and potato. Bring to a boil and the reduce
heat to maintain a simmer, uncovered, for 10-15
minutes.

Puree the soup with an immersion blender.

To make the croutons: in a bowl toss the bread cut in
cubes with the oil, herbs, garlic, salt and pepper. Bake
in the oven (180°C) for 5 to 10 minutes.

Swirl a spoonful of coconut cream into each bowl of
soup before serving. Sprinkle with chopped parsley.
Add croutons.
